Just like running shoes, different brands of sports bras fit each woman differently.  What works for one woman who is a 36C, won’t work for another woman who is a 36C.   That is why I recommend that women try on at least two different sports bra brands when they are looking for a new one – and that is why we carry multiple brands of sports bra so you can find the one that fits your body type best.

When it comes to underwire sports bras, we carry the two most popular styles: Moving Comfort’s Maia (see the November 13 “Inside the Bra” article) and the Double Dry from Champion.  The bras are very similar in outward looks, construction and function, but fit slightly differently.  This fit could mean the difference between a bra that fits like second skin and provides great support and one that chafes and allows too much bounce.  
The Double Dry, like the Maia, is a maximum support sports bra that features a smooth, no-show front and back construction that looks great even under tight shirts and is comfortable enough to wear as your everyday bra as well.  But don’t let the comfort deceive you.  This is a performance bra designed for high-intensity workouts.  The soft Double Dry fabric wicks away sweat to keep you dry and cool.  Its seamless cups provide sleek support that both lifts and shapes to flow with the natural curves of your body and stop damaging and uncomfortable bouncing.  The triple-encased, floating underwire flexes as you move and won’t rub against your skin which is important during long walks, runs and aerobic sessions.  The combination of adjustable shoulder straps and a 3x3 hook-and-eye closure in the back allow for a customized fit.
