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Champion Bras
We just received a shipment of Champion's newest line of sports bras, and I have to say that I am impressed with several of them. Champion has really upped the technical ante by incorporating new features that allow for a more customized fit, moisture-wicking ability and odor resistance thanks to a material called cocona that is made with coconut shells (hmmmmm, maybe those cavewomen did know what they were doing!). 

One of the bras that has been flying off our bra wall this week is the Champion PowerBack Wirefree Sports Bra. This bra is perfect for women with C through DD cups who like the high-level of support that an underwire offers, but doesn't want to wear an underwire in their sports bra. The secret is a reinforced binding on the inside, bottom of each cup frame that acts like an underwire without the heavy metal and bulk. This binding combined with Champion's patent-pending PowerBack design stabilizes the core and minimizes bounce in a sleek design that allows for full range of motion (especially perfect for those of you who lift weights, do aerobics or the Sergeant's Program). 

Customizing this bra to fit your unique body type is a breeze with fully adjustable, wide shoulder straps and a comfy gel-cushioned hook closure in the back. There is a lyrca pad along the sides to minimize side spillage and a mesh panel across the top for excellent ventilation. It's even tag free! 

I highly recommend this bra for women who have a smaller band size (32-36), but the bra is available through size 42. So if you've been looking for a wirefree bra that supports like an underwire, come and check this one out! Colors available right now are white and black - but we're hoping Champion adds some cool colors next spring to liven up our wardrobes!
